A moving account of the heartaches and sacrifices experienced by young Greek women
who migrated to Germany as industrial ‘guest workers’ (Gastarbeiter) in the 1960s and early
1970s. Through intergenerational interviews and archival footage that bring to life conditions
in Greece and Germany, as well as the difficulties of family separation and dislocation, the
documentary focuses on the resilience of these hard-working women and their children. An
intimate insight into the long-term transformations and emotional traumas that postwar migra-
tion brought about and the ongoing push and pull of economic migration. A story of constant
journeys between two very different worlds.

A portrait of an endlessly
curious and creative mind, the documentary also offers a fascinating glimpse into a bygone
agrarian world that has since been transformed by modernity. Tloupas’s portraits of young
and old are memorable and socially perceptive.

After the liberation of Athens from German occupation in 1944, conflict broke out between
those who had fought against the Germans and those who had collaborated with them, and
later, the British and American forces. Following an agreement to disarm, Greece was plunged
into civil war, with the former resistance fighters taking to the mountains to escape right-wing
persecution. Women fighters were among them. This documentary tells the story of the women
who took up arms as equals to their male counterparts, and their experience of war, imprison-
ment and exile.
